Duration of training: at least 2 years

Educational aim: Full-time vocational schools provide courses in initial vocational education and training. They impart
employability skills which bring together professional competence, autonomy and social competence to form overall
occupational competence. Methodological competence, communicative competence and learning competence are also
intrinsic components of employability skills. Courses are aligned towards occupational work processes and company business
processes. A practical placement may be integrated into training.

Full-time vocational schools also facilitate the acquisition of an intermediate secondary school leaving qualification in
accordance with the regulations of the respective federal state.
